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Units of Inquiry Update

Our teachers and students have been busy with their unit learning and preparing for
our first Student Led Conference since Covid. Through our unit learning, we have
been exploring the essential elements of IB PYP, such as the IB Learner Profile
Attributes and the Approaches to Learning (ATLs). From children under 2 up to
kindergarten, students develop and enhance multiple lifelong skills within each unit.
In the PYP, these skills are known as Approaches to Learning (ATLs), and they are:

o Thinking skills - we make sense of our learning and apply them daily.

o Self-management skills - we develop confidence in managing ourselves, our
feelings, and our responsibilities.

e Communication skills - we find different ways to communicate and express our
ideas, thoughts, and opinions.

e Social skills - we develop confidence in playing and learning with our peers.
