Children will be able to identify at least two senses, recognising and expressing their
preferences. They will develop an awareness on how our senses connect us to the world
around us, discover how using our senses shape our personal preferences, and be able
to describe their experiences.

How you can support your child at home:

Try some sensory play activities with your child. For example, try mixing cornflour
with water and let them play with it using their hands and/or some kitchen utensils.
Do a taste test experiment. Encourage your child to try a variety of foods such as
bitter melon, lemon, tomatoes, salt, and sugar. Take part alongside them and talk
about the different tastes.

Make a mystery box and let your child guess what is inside using their senses
(touch, hearing, smell). Some suggestions for mystery items: cotton wool,
seashells, ice cubes, toy cars, soft toys, comb or leaves.
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
